The Department of Botany and Plant Sciences invites applications for an Assistant Cooperative Extension Specialist/Assistant Agronomist (CE 75%/ AES 25%, 11-month, tenure track) position in Subtropical Horticulture. The individual will work with Farm Advisors, other Extension Specialists, faculty, and the industry to conduct research and extension in the horticulture of subtropical tree crops grown in a resource-limited environment. The position will focus on practices that sustain the subtropical tree crop industries of California by increasing yield efficiency of commercially valuable fruit and grower net return. Priority research areas are improving water, nutrient and salinity management. Areas of emphasis could also include canopy management, plant growth regulators, carbohydrate metabolism and photosynthetic efficiency, implementation and evaluation of management methods for new cultivars. The appointee is expected to develop a high impact, independent research program, a strong extension education program, and eventually provide leadership in solving production problems of California’s subtropical tree crop industries.

The position includes an appointment in the Agricultural Experiment Station with an expectation to develop a nationally competitive research program and obtain extramural grant funds. Preference will be given to candidates conducting research at the forefront of their field and having a strong working knowledge of basic cultural management techniques and a desire and ability to work with growers.
The position will be available July 1, 2011. Applicants must hold a Ph.D. in Horticulture, Plant Physiology or related fields with a minimum of 1-3 years postdoctoral experience. Evaluation of applications will begin September 1, 2011 and continue until the position is filled. Interested individuals should submit 1) a curriculum vitae, 2) a statement of research and extension interests, and 3) have three letters of recommendation sent to:
